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What’s In The Box
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70V Connection

In large commercial installations such as restaurants, warehouses, theme
parks, or schools WPX speakers can be installed with a matching 70V amplifier
to provide full coverage without risking amplifier overload or loss in signal

quality.

Connect the speakers in parallel with a single cable coming from the amplifier.
When Installing multiple rows of speakers it is good practice to give each row

its own run of cable.

From Power

Amplifier —

Set the transformer tap to the desired
setting; taking care to ensure the total of
all taps settings on all speakers does not
exceed the amplifier’s power output.

When using this speaker with a 70V/100V
distributed audio system, do not set the
70V/100V tap to the 8 ohm setting. Doing
so may damage your speaker when playing.
To use this speaker with a conventional
(non-70V/100V) audio system, change tap
to the 8 ohm setting. If you are unsure what
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type of audio system you have, consult a
professional installer before continuing.

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Pendant Installation

1. Feed the cable through the end
cap before terminating with the
supplied phoenix connector.

2. Connect the cable to the
speaker and install the top
cover on the speaker.

3. Fasten the eyebolt, nut and
washer on top of the speaker
cover.

4. Hang the speaker using the Speaker
supplied hanging cable and Wire
carabiner.

Make sure the speaker Nut —~ E‘B Top
is properly secured to the ! Cover
